Most students are not entitled to publicly funded health services while in New Zealand
unless they are:

< A resident or citizen of Australia; or

< A national of the United Kingdom in New Zealand, or

% The holder of a temporary permit that is valid for two years or more.

If you do not belong to one of these special categories and you receive medical treatment
during your visit, you will be liable for the full costs of that treatment. We cannot accept any
child into our school who does not have proof that they have medical insurance that will

cover the cost of medical treatment in New Zealand for the duration of the stay in New
Zealand.

Admission:

Students from Year 1 (5 years old) to Year 6 (11 years old) are welcome to apply to study at
Botany Downs School. Acceptance will depend on enrolment information provided and
space availability in a class at the child’s year level. All International Students must be living
with a parent at all times. We find that with the programme we offer our students, they do
stay for periods longer than one year, so preference is given to long stay students.
